[image: image1.png]the tacit consent of these parties I think that | would need their express consent to copy you in
on their representations which are, of course, intended for the Committee. Accordingly, | have
written to both sides asking for their permission to do this. | have copied them into your letter
which sets out your arguments for transparency and disclosure, and therefore does not
suggest that it should not be copied elsewhere.

The hearing on 2 December 2005 is not open to the public, and it is not intended that there will
be further oral representations made to the Committee, and | can give no assurances as to
what view the Committee will reach. Any written representations from interested groups will
be put before the Committee. However, | have to say that there has already been a vast
number of written representations made to the Committee, and it is difficult to think of an
argument, either for or against the guidance, that has not already been made.

Thank you for your recent submissions which will inform the discussion, and will of course be
set before the Committee.
