JANUARY

Caledonian Industrial Ltd, £3,000, 19 Jan 2007

Employee was struck by a loading shovel as a result of failure to ensure workplace was organised so that pedestrians and vehicles could circulate in a safe manner.
Hashimoto Ltd, £15,000, 22 Jan 07
Solvent based adhesive spilled and ignited.

Land & Building Services, £2,000, 30 Jan 07
Prosecution of Land and Building Services Ltd following accident at which an elderly member of the public tripped and fell at site of roadworks. The company failed to adequately recognise risks to pedestrians and had left a section of footway in an unsafe condition with an inadequately guarded obstruction, inadequate signage and inadequate lighting. 

FEBRUARY

T O'Connor (Security Services) Ltd, 5 Feb, £15,000
Employee was killed whilst attempting to move a 2 tonne safe up a stairway.

 
Aerial Systems, £25,000, 5 Feb 2007

Death of Shaun Edwards who fell from height when working on an aerial on a town house. 

Constructional and Vehicle Welders Ltd: (£5,000); M J Griffin (£10,000), 5 Feb 2007 (mentioned only in footnote in another press release)
Employee died when he began welding inside a petrol tanker which had not been properly purged. 

 

Symonds Nursing home Ltd, £7,000, 27 February 07
Elderly person received burns from hot radiator. 

MARCH

Geoffrey William Allen, £6,000, 5 March 2007

Details unknown 

Oakwood Plant Group Ltd, (£75,000); Patrick Murphy (£750); UK GSB (£60,000) 9 March 2007

Prosecution as a result of fatality to Ymer Gashi at Eurolink site. Involved crushing by excavator bucket in a trench.

Philiphaugh Trust Estate, £3,000, 13 March 2007

Death of employee, lone worker on Quad Bike
British Waterways, £100,000, 13 March 2007

Drowning on the Kennet and Avon Canal.

London Central Bus Co Ltd, £80,000, 16 March 2007

Failing to prevent unauthorised access to areas containing uncovered vehicle examination pits resulting in a fall into one of the pits by Mr John Ruby resulting in his death.

APRIL

Conviction of John Pointon and Sons Ltd, £460,00, 11 April 2007

Death in confined space. 

Pennine Care NHS Trust, £20,000, 24 April 2007

Prosecution following death of a patient believed to have fallen from a window at Birch Hill Hospital.

MAY

CF Roberts, (Electrical Contractors) PLC, £100,750, 11 May 2007

Office refurbishment job in final stages before handover. Electricians employed on site to completely rewire the building for use as a bank. Unsafe systems of work while rewiring new bank premises. Inadequate arrangements for electrical lock off of systems being worked on, switch room access not adequately controlled, final electrical testing carried out incorrectly, instruction and supervision of electricians inadequate, risk assessment poor, electricians working excessive hours.

JUNE

Windsor Engineering (Hull) Ltd, £15,000, 1 June 2007

Worker died was unloading 2.5 tonne Komatsu diesel Counterbalance FLT from a low loader when it slipped off the ramp. He jumped to the ground and the truck followed and fell on top of him causing fatal crush injuries to abdomen and lower body.

R Thornton and Co Ltd, £8,500, 11 June 07
Prosecution associated with work from a tower scaffold being used as a working platform to remove roofing materials. Case taken due to a failure to protect workers from falling; namely the tower scaffold was being used without edge protection

Colin Parker Masonry Ltd,  £18,000, 19 June 07

An employee suffered fatal injuries after being crushed between large marble slabs.

Hartlepool Borough Council, £10,000, 26 June 2007

Member of the public sustained fatal head injuries in fall from rear tail lift of welfare bus, part of Dial a Ride Service.

HQ/Verry FM/William Verry, £8,000, 26 June 2007  

Mr Radostin Stoyanov, labourer, was fataly injured when struck by five plywood boards that fell from a load being lowered from a gantry scaffold using a beam hoist. 

JULY

The Concrete Company (Thornley Ltd (£75,000); Tim Dighton (£0), 4 July 2007
Chris Meachen Crushed in Concrete Manufacturing Machine. 

Geoff Fielden Ltd, (£42,500), 9 July 2007

An employee fell from a height of more than 2m when making alterations to adjustable pallet racking.

Hough Green Garage Limited, £80,000: David Nigel Farrell, £10,00012 July 2007

An employee of the company died whilst recovering a broken down single decker bus. The company had failed to properly assess the risks of vehicle recovery and had promoted an unsafe system of work..

Northern Hydraulic Cylinder Engineers Ltd, £10,000, 13 July 07
Engineer sustained fatal head injuries when struck by ejected fitting from hydraulic cylinder during pressure testing (308 bar). Inadequate control of test components which had been extensively reused. No segregation of employees from unit under test during pressurisation.

AUGUST

Allmet Machinery Ltd, £25,000, 13 August 07
Death on grain drier. Case brought regarding unsafe system of work for maintenance on unguarded machine and work at height.

BLP Central Ltd, £30,000, 16 August 2007

Metal frame fell from hoist hitting worker. 

 

Castleway Developments Limited, £30,000, 24 August 2007

The deceased, an employee, sustained fatal head injuries after falling to the ground from a dumper truck he was driving after it ran over a partially backfilled trench jolting the vehicle. 

SEPTEMBER

G Birch Window Cleaning, £700, 10 September 07
Death of Paul French

Duncare Limited, £8,000, 13 September 2007
Drowned in bath - inadequate supervision

Permasteelisa UK Ltd, £100,000, Newnorth Ltd (25,000)14 September 2007

Details unknown

 
Bifrangi UK Ltd, £65,000, 26 September 07
Gap in the perimeter fence of a gun drilling machine allowed access to a dangerous part of machinery.
OCTOBER

W H Malcolm Limited, £100,000, 22 October 2007

Male employee fatally injured after side of excavation collapsed.

Shearfab, £35,000, Andrew Michael Carter, £2,000, 29 October 2007

Prosecution of company and production manager by Crown Prosecution Service after fatal accident where an employee was crushed by a stacker.

Mr J Blackburn £2,000, 25 Oct 2007

16 year old employee died when quad bike he was riding overturned onto him. Investigation revealed management failings regarding PPE use, risk assessment, supervision and safe systems of work.

NOVEMBER

Freudenberg Technical Products LP, £30,000, 8 November 2007

Production operator crushed between drum (which rotates during operation) and coating tank which moves vertically upwards. Side access door locking latches not functioning, isolator handle on control panel defeated. No apparent reason for entry. Loose wire found in galvanic isolator relay which was shown to cause aberrant start commands if machine was inadvertently knocked.

Crawford and Company Adjusters (UK) Ltd and Euro Underpinning Limited, £4,000, Dene Radford Gardner, £30,000,  14 November 2007

Non employee electrocuted - as planning supervisor failed to appoint principal contractor or to ensure safety plan was in place prior to work commencing on site. Domestic electrical supply left on site in an unsafe manner by main contractor

Balfour Beatty Power Networks Ltd, £250, 23 November 2007

This case follows an investigation into a fatal accident. Worker died as a result of falling into an unguarded trial hole that had been excavated in a public park. The magistrates agreed that fencing should be erected prior to excavation commencing, both men willingly left the trench unattended and as such failed in their duty of care to Mr Taylor.

Southern Cross Care Homes Ltd, £70,000, 30 November 2007

Elderly poor postured man in special reclining chair with lapbelt restraint left unattended for about 15 minutes and slipped down chair until lapbelt became trapped around his neck. Died later in hospital.
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
