2. To summon a jury and hold an inquest into the death of Paul Stewart in accordance with section 8 Coroners Act 1988 as soon as reasonably practicable

1. This claim be withdrawn from the Administrative Court list

2. The Defendant do pay the Claimant’s costs of these proceedings to be assessed if not agreed
